Friendly City Park Pavilion 

Rental Procedures – updated May 2014

Friendly City Park Pavilion was completed in 1990, the Open-Air Pavilion features a full kitchen, PA system, grills, picnic tables, ice machine, as well as a covered area with tables and chairs seating up to 300.

The Pavilion is available for rental from March through August [weekdays and weekends] & September – October [on Weekends only].  TCRD may close the site based on activities and special events scheduled by the department as needed. The Pavilion is especially useful for parties, reunions, company outings and other activities. 
Please Note: during August and September the pavilion is only available to be rented on weekends due to Recreation Activities scheduled in the pavilion area which will interfere with Rental. During Football Season it is better to reserve times after lunch if you do not want any foot traffic in the area. Games are played in the Mornings. Mornings are available if so desired but recreation activities will be scheduled.  

(DURING THE MONTHS OF AUGUST, SEPTEMBER, OCTOBER AND NOVEMBER YOUTH FOOTBALL TEAMS & CHEERLEADERS WILL BE PRESENT AND HAVE AN IMPACT & INTERFERE WITH QUALITY OF RENTAL.)
PAVILION RESERVATION PROCEDURE:
 1. All rentals shall be scheduled through TCRD with renters required to complete appropriate forms and pay a deposit prior to use of the facility.  Until forms and deposit are complete, a booking is considered tentative and may be altered or cancelled by TCRD.  ALL REMAINING RENTAL FEES MUST BE PAID IN FULL 72 HOURS PRIOR TO RENTAL DATE.
 2. Repeated or multiple bookings must be approved in advance by TCRD. A repeated or multiple booking is any request for:

A. A second booking in the same month.

B. Bookings in consecutive months.

C. Any booking requested prior to previous booking being completed.

 3. All rentals must be made 72 hours in advance.

 4. Bookings will be accepted 365 days or less in advance.

 5. Normal hours of availability are 8 a.m. to 10 p.m. 
     **Requests for other hours require director approval**
RENTAL FEES:
 1. A $50 deposit is required for all pavilion rentals. The deposit secures the rental date. The deposit will be applied to the remaining rental balance.

 2. Fees for individuals and non-profit organizations (registered at Secretary of State's office) are:

A. Weekdays (Mon-Fri) prior to 6 p.m.:

Four hours or less: $17.50 per hour

More than four hours: $15 per hour

Minimum fee: $50

B. Evenings (after 6 p.m.) or weekends (Sat-Sun):

Four or less hours: $20 per hour

More than four hours: $17.50 per hr.

Minimum fee: $50

3. ANY USE OF THE PAVILION "FOR A PROFIT" MUST HAVE PRIOR             APPROVAL OF TCRD AND A NEGOTIABLE FEE SET.  THIS INCLUDES          FOOD/GROUPS/BANDS/ECT.
4. RENTAL FEES MUST BE PAID IN FULL 72 HOURS PRIOR TO RENTAL          DATE.

CANCELLATION POLICY

 1. Deposit refunds for cancellations are as follows:

A. 96 hours or more notice: full refund.


B. 72 hours notice: half refund

C. Less than 48 hours: no refund.

NOTE:  IN CASES OF SEVERE INCLEMENT WEATHER, IF THE FACILITY IS DEEMED INAPPROPRIATE FOR USE BY TCRD STAFF, THE EVENT CAN BE RESCHEDULED OR THE FEE MAY BE REFUNDED.

 2. TCRD reserves the right to cancel any event with at least sixty (60) days notice or at any time a group or individual violated the policies of TCRD.

PAVILION POLICIES

1. TCRD shall retain control of the facility. A staff member or employee will be assigned      to assist in supervision of all activities.

2. The facility cannot be subleased without prior written approval of TCRD.

3. TCRD reserves the right to reject any rental request. Such restrictions shall apply,  but are not restricted to:

    
  A. Regular meetings of religious organizations.

  B. Political meetings or religious rallies.
  C. Union meetings.

4. TCRD reserves the right to require supervision and security to be paid by the facility renter.

5. Specific prior permission is required for decoration or alteration to fixtures, walls, ect. or posting of signs.

6. All grills and cookers must be kept off cement.

7. No alcoholic beverages or illegal substances are allowed on any TCRD property.
8. Rental of the facility includes use of the kitchen equipment except for soft drink dispenser (dispenser is available only with prior approval of TCRD at a negotiable fee).

9. Renters are responsible for proper cleanup of  the pavilion,  equipment and surrounding areas. Groups are allowed 30 minutes before and after rental time for preparation and cleanup.

10. Amplifiers or devises that produce loud noises are subject to TCRD prior approval.

11. Any use of the pavilion “For A Profit” must have prior approval of TCRD and A Negotiable Fee set. This includes Food/Groups/Bands/Etc. 
12. Users must also adhere to Tift County Noise Ordinance and TCRD/Tift County Special Events Procedures once thresholds are met.
